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RIDE RULES & REGULATIONS

All bikes will be maintained in a safe condition. Motorcycles with malfunctioning
lights, brakes, or worn tires (less than 2/32 tread) will not be permitted to
participate in a Chapter ride.

All motoreycles will be fueled (topped off) prior to arriving at our meeting area.
No drinking or drugged driving is allowed.

All traffic laws will be strictly obeyed.

When riding in a group formation, motorcycles will be ridden in a staggered
formation using the “Two Second Rule”; this means positioning your bike two
seconds behind the bike diagonal to you.

One rider will be designated as the Road Captain. The Road Captain is
responsible for planning, mapping, and coordinating the ride.

One to two riders will be designated as the Tail Gunner. The Tail Gunner is
responsible for keeping all riders in formation. Should a rider need to leave the
group, only the Tail Gunner will stop to assist them.

Riders who elect to drop out of aride (i.e. they do not desire to go further due to
time constraints, prior commitments, etc) will notify the Tail Gunner and the
Road Captain before doing so.

One rider will be designated as Sergeant of Arms. The Sergeant of arms is
responsible for keeping the peace, enforcing chapter and charter rules, and the
collection of monies for tolls, etc.

RIDE SIGNALS

All riders will familiarize themselves with the following hand signals. These
signals will be strictly adhered to at all times.
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At the beginning of a ride, or after a rest stop during a ride, etc., the motorcycles
will form up in a line. It will be the responsibility of the Tail Gunner to let the
Road Captain know if it is safe to begin the ride. This will be accomplished by the
Tail Gunner proceeding up the line of motorcycles to where the Road Captain is. 1
If any rider has a problem or is not ready to proceed, it is up to that rider to wave
his left arm to let the Tail Gunner know.

If a rider NEEDS FUEL, they will waive their left hand from side to side while
pointing at their fuel tank. All forward riders will relay the signal until the Road
Captain acknowledges it.

If the Road Captain wants the group to ride in a SINGLE FILE FORMATION,
he will raise his left hand above his head with his index finger extended. All riders
following the Ride Captain will relay this signal back to the Tail Gunner.

If the Road Captain wants the group to ride in a DOUBLE FILE
FORMATION, he will raise his left hand above his head with two fingers
extended, and waive the hand from his left to his right. All riders following the
Ride Captain will relay this signal back to the Tail Gunner.
